Make sure your young relatives know you
will be keeping an eye on the prescription
and OTC drugs in vour home, and that you
have asked other relatives to do the same.

Be alert for the possible signs of drug abuse
and addiction; visit our website for specifics.

Keep an inventory of the prescription and
OTC medications in your home. Update
it every six months — or more often, if you
suspect abuse.

If you have many different medications,
keep all of them in one place in your home.

Consider keeping them in a locked cabi-
net, locked drawer, or childproof lock box.

STEP THREE: pispose of

Unneeded Medications

dispose of these drugs in a manner that is
safe and secure — and keep them from

falling into the hands of anyone who might
abuse them.

DO NOT give them to friends. Doctors
prescribe drugs based on patients’ specific
symptoms and medical histories. A drug
that helps you may harm someone else.

DO NOT simply flush them into the water
supply — this causes risks to the environ-
ment, and may affect the health of others.
Many medications can have harmful effects
on children, infants or pregnant women, for
example — and should not be released into the
environment.

DO NOT simply place medications into the
trash. This may make them available to those
who would abuse or sell them.

The safest and most secure way to dispose
of unused medications is through Project
Medicine Drop.

We have placed secure, metal drop boxes
at participating law enforcement agencies.

New Jersey residents can visit their near-
est Drop Box location and dispose of their
unused medications, according to the
instructions. [t’s as simple as that.

Please be aware that Project Medicine Drop
boxes ONLY accept household medications,
and ONLY accept solid materials such as
pills and capsules.

To s=afely dispose of liquid medica-
tions — or to dispose of drugs if a Project
Medicine Drop box is not located near you —
follow these steps:

Make the medications unattractive and
difficult to get to, by mixing them with
coffee grounds or kitty litter. Pour the
mixture into a sealable bag, coffee can or
other sealable container. Before disposing of
a medicine container, be sure to scratch out
any prescription information such as your
name and address, in order to protect your
identity.
